they speak.   

• The questions should promote discussion about feelings and/or reactions to the pages 
read.  Think about the characters, predictions, problems, author’s point of view…etc.   

 
REMEMBER, you must have all five questions. 

 
Stem Question Examples:  What facts would you use to show… what questions would you 
ask in an interview with… why do you think… what was the motive for… what conclusions 
can you draw… what is the relationship between… do you agree with the actions of (and 
why)… why did (a character) choose… what choice would you have made… suppose you 
could (fill in the blank), what would you do… what changes would you make…
